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THE ROLE OF SEMINAR CLASSES IN THE TRAINING OF TEACHERS IN
PHYSICS

The modern higher education system of Ukraine is in the process of active
modernization and reform. One of the priority areas is the training of highly qualified
teachers capable of successfully implementing a competency-based approach in general
education schools. Given the growing demands on physics teaching, special attention
is paid to practically oriented forms of training, which enable future teachers to master
both theoretical and methodological and psychological and pedagogical competencies.
One of the key forms of organizing the educational process in the training of
pedagogical personnel is seminar classes. The significance of the seminars lies not only
in the acquisition of theoretical knowledge, but also in the formation of students' ability
to critically understand the laws of physics and ways of communicating them to
students. Seminar discussions, debates, and practical case studies help students learn
how to design the educational process, develop professional skills, including
communication and research skills, and increase their level of personal motivation.
Therefore, the topic of the role of seminar classes in the process of training pedagogical
personnel in physics seems to be extremely relevant and requires special research.
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
